Attendance and holidays 

Taking holidays in term time affects your child’s 

schooling and we expect parents/carers to help 

their child by not taking children away in term 

time.  Remember that any savings you think you 

may make by taking a holiday in school time are 

offset by the cost to your child’s education.  There 

is no automatic entitlement in law to time off in 

school time to go on holiday or other trips. 

Applications for absence must be made in writing 

to the Headteacher. Any absences that the school 

does not consider to be exceptional will be marked 

as unauthorised and the Local Authority may issue 

fines (£120 per parent, per child).  The school is now 

full, so your child’s place may not always be availa-

ble on return from a long holiday. 

Parents who choose to take their child out of 

school for term time holidays for a third occasion 

are likely to face proceedings directly to the
